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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. The above-referenced docket concerns the Commission's proposals to modify existing rules.  Specifically, by a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NOPR) (Decision No. C08‑1129) the Commission opened this docket to consider modification of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, in regards to the process used to implement and the provisions of the high cost support mechanism.  

2. The Commission conducted a number of technical conferences to give opportunity for interested persons to submit views and participate informally to debate the proposals under consideration and to take comment on the currently effective rules.

3. Comments and reply comments were filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; Qwest Corporation, N.E. Colorado Cellular Inc., Verizon and Verizon Wireless, Colorado Telecommunications Association Inc., AT&T Communications of the Mountains States, Inc., and Comcast Phone of Colorado, LLC prior to the technical conferences.
4. Pursuant to § 24-4-103(4)(d), the Commission shall adopt a rule pursuant to the rulemaking proceeding within one hundred eighty days (180) after the last public hearing on the proposed rule or terminate the proceeding by publication of a notice in the Colorado register.
5. Rather than continue this proceeding, the Commission will open a new proceeding in the near future to consider revisions to its rules regarding the process used to implement and the provisions of the high cost support mechanism.

6. Consequently, this rulemaking proceeding shall be terminated and the docket shall be closed. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket No. 08R-476T is hereby terminated and closed.
