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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice (Application) filed on April 5, 2010 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company).  Public Service also requests that the Commission waive response time to the Application.

2. Public Service requests that the Commission approve an alternative form of notice pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., that will apply to the Company’s filing to revise its Electric Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA) tariff for a decrease in DSMCA factors effective July 1, 2010.

3. Now, being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Application and waive response time thereto.

B. Findings and Conclusions

4. The Application contains the information required by the applicable Commission Rules and is therefore deemed complete.

5. Public Service requests an authorization for an alternative form of notice of the proposed revisions to its DSMCA tariff for a decrease in the DSMCA factors effective July 1, 2010 pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S.  Public Service seeks to provide notice by the filing of the changes with the Commission and keeping the same open for public inspection; by publication of a legal notice in The Denver Post for two consecutive Sundays, starting on April 11, 2010; and by electronically serving the Advice Letter and associated tariffs on all parties in Docket Nos. 07A-420E, and 08A-366EG, which are the most recent dockets involving demand side management (DSM) programs and cost recovery for the DSMCA.

6. Public Service states that it would like to avoid incurring the expense that is entailed in the other forms of statutory notice for a percentage change of the relatively small magnitude at issue in this case.  In its proposed notice, Public Service states that the net effect of all proposed changes is a reduction of collections through the DSMCA from $33,029,990 to $19,705,839 based on forecast billing demands and energy usage over the 12-month period of July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.  Public Service argues that its proposed form of notice will provide direct notice to all parties who participated in the most recent dockets involving the DSM Biennial Plan and the Enhanced DSM Plan and its cost recovery and that the newspaper notice will provide the required information to the general public.  Public Service concludes that good cause exists for the alternative form of notice requested by the Application.

7. We find good cause to grant the Application and waive response time thereto.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public.  We will discuss the merits of Advice Letter No. 1561-Electric at a future date. 

II. Order
A.  
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application is deemed complete.

2. The Application for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on April 5, 2010 is granted consistent with the discussion above.

3. Response time to the Application is waived.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
