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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On April 13, 2010, Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI (453-TAXI), filed an application for authority to publish reduced taxi fares to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Applicant 453-TAXI may provide taxi service between all points in the County of Summit, State of Colorado, and between points in Summit County, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54842.

3. Applicant 453-TAXI in Original Pages 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, proposes reducing the fares for taxi service between points in Summit County, and between points in Summit County and certain other named points in Colorado.  The reduced fares are to remain in effect through June 30, 2011.

4. Applicant 453-TAXI is based in Breckenridge, Colorado.  Applicant 453-TAXI’s existing fares for taxi service from Breckenridge to other points in Summit County are a $4.00 entry fee and $2.00 per loaded mile.  Taxi fares for service from locations other than Breckenridge in Summit County to other points in Summit County are a $4.00 entry fee, $2.00 per loaded mile, and $1.00 per mile for the distance the cab must travel from Breckenridge to the passenger’s point of origin.

5. The taxi fares for service to or from points in Summit County to or from points in counties other than Summit are $2.50 for the first 50 loaded miles, $2.25 for the next 25 loaded miles, and $2.00 per loaded mile over 75 miles.  The charge for the distance the cab must travel from Breckenridge to the passenger’s point of origin outside of Summit County is $2.00 per mile

6. Applicant 453-TAXI proposes changing flat-rate charges for taxi service.  The flat-rate fares are for taxi service between the cities and ski areas in Summit County, between Vail, on the one hand, and Breckenridge, Copper Mountain, Dillon, Frisco, Keystone, and Silverthorne, on the other hand; as well as between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and Breckenridge, Copper Mountain, Dillon, Frisco, Keystone, and Silverthorne, on the other hand.

7. In support of the proposed fares, Mr. David Hircshhorn, the owner of 453-TAXI states:

The intent and justification for the proposed fares are to produce a day market so that our resources are not being wasted.  Most of our vehicles are not needed daily.  There are limited markets available to our service.  453-TAXI needs to produce daily revenue.  Our revenues are being lost both to our poor economy and to illegal services in Summit County.

8. Rule 6207(j) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations  723-6, allows the Commission to approve an application filed by a common carrier to amend a tariff on less than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

9. The change by 453-TAXI from mileage based fares to flat-rate fares should lessen incorrect calculation of fares for taxi service between a passenger’s origination and destination point.  The flat-rates should also increase a passenger’s knowledge of what he will be charged for a specific trip.  The flat-rate fares will result in a decrease from the existing mileage based fares.  Therefore, the Commission finds that 453-TAXI has shown good cause to approve the changes to Passengers Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI (453-TAXI), to allow it to publish reduced fares for taxi service as named in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, to be effective on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

2. Applicant 453-TAXI shall publish Original Pages 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
