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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on March 22, 2010 seeking authority to construct two sets of light rail tracks beneath the Millennium Bridge, National Inventory No. unknown, in the Central Platte Valley, City and County of Denver, State of Colorado.  

2. Notice of the Application was provided by the Commission to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on March 31, 2010.

3. On April 16, 2010, Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  UPRR does not oppose or contest the granting of the Application as long the appropriate clearances and railroad requirements are met.

4. On April 21, 2010, the Central Platte Valley Metropolitan District (District) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  The District has no objection to the Application as long as any Commission Order provides that construction not begin on the project until a Construction and Maintenance Agreement has been entered into by the District and RTD. 

5. On April 29, 2010, the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  BNSF objects to the Application on the basis that the walls called for in the plans do not provide for adequate separation of the freight rail corridor from the light rail tracks. 

6. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

7. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an Administrative Law Judge for determination of the merits of the Application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application (Application) filed by the Regional Transportation District on March 22, 2010 seeking authority to construct two sets of light rail tracks beneath the Millennium Bridge, National Inventory No. unknown, in the Central Platte Valley, City and County of Denver, State of Colorado is deemed complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The Intervention of Right of the Union Pacific Railroad Company is noted.

3. The Intervention of Right of the Central Platte Valley Metropolitan District is noted.

4. The Intervention of Right of the BNSF Railway Company is noted.

5. Docket No. 10A-153R is referred to an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for determination of the merits of the Application.
