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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On April 5, 2010, Global Crossing North American Networks, Inc. (GCNAN) and Global Crossing Telecommunications, Inc. (GCTI) (collectively, Applicants) filed a joint application requesting a Commission Order authorizing a transfer of jurisdictional telecommunications providers pursuant to Rule 2109 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, with a proposed effective date of on or about September 30, 2010.  GCNAN will be merged into GCTI with a transfer of all assets owned by GCNAN to GCTI.  Following the contemplated transfer, the application represents that GCNAN will cease to exist.

2. Both GCNAN and GCTI are registered toll resellers and each hold Commission authority to provide regulated non-optional operator services.  GCNAN received its authority to provide regulated services in Decision No. C94-813 and GCTI received its authority in Decision No. C98-399.  

3. The application states that, because GCNAN does not provide retail service, customers will not be impacted by the proposed transaction.

4. On May 5, 2010, the representative for the Applicants filed a letter in response to Commission Staff questions. The response confirmed that no customers will be impacted and that following the transaction, GCNAN will relinquish its Commission authority and request that its tariff be cancelled. 

5. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s website on April 8, 2010.  Interventions were due on or before May 10, 2010.  No interventions were filed.  

B. Discussion

6. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

7. We find the proposed transfer of GCNAN’s assets to GCTI is not contrary to the public interest and therefore grant the application.  This is based on the representation that no customers will be affected.  

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application for the transfer of jurisdictional telecommunications customers, filed by Global Crossing North American Networks, Inc. (GCNAN) and Global Crossing Telecommunications, Inc. (GCTI) (collectively, Joint Applicants) is deemed complete and is granted.

2. Pursuant to Rule 2109(a)(V)(E) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, the Joint Applicants shall notify the Commission if the transfer is not consummated within 60 days of the proposed effective date stated in the application, or if the proposed transfer terms are changed prior to the consummation date.  This notice shall include the docket and decision numbers of this application. 

3. GCNAN shall continue to have the obligation to file an annual report with the Commission and to contribute to all applicable Colorado funds, including the Public Utilities Commission’s Fixed Utilities Fund, the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, and the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program for the period of time until the transfer is consummated.

4. GCNAN, following the transfer to GCTI, intends to relinquish its Commission-issued telecommunications authority.  If no customers are being provided regulated telecommunications services at that time, GCNAN may use the Notification of Discontinuance of Regulated Telecommunications Services form and process (available on the Commission’s website) and need not file an application to cancel its tariff.  It should state at that time that it also relinquishes its Commission issued authority.  To cancel its toll resale registration, GCAN must file an updated Toll Reseller Registration Form (available on the Commission’s website), which includes checking the corresponding discontinuance portion of the form and providing the effective date of the resold toll service discontinuance at the top of the form, with the Commission.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
