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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed by All City Transport, LLC (All City Transport), on May 14, 2010.  Being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe the letter as a Motion for extension of time and grant the Motion.
2. On December 14, 2009, All City Transport filed an Application for a Permit to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 21, 2009.

4. RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Springs Yellow); MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi); Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle (Colorado Cab); SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle); Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi); and Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express and/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters) timely intervened.
5. On February 19, 2010, All City Transport and Springs Yellow filed a Stipulated Motion to Restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.
6. On March 12, 2010, All City Transport, Colorado Cab, SuperShuttle, Shamrock Taxi, Shamrock Charters, and Metro Taxi filed a Stipulation for Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions, and Motion for Approval.

7. An administrative law judge accepted the Motions and granted the amended application, which was rendered unopposed, on March 24, 2010, by Recommended Decision No. R10-0272 (Decision).
8. Ordering Paragraph No. 8 of the Decision required All City Transport to
(a)  cause proof of insurance (a Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with Rule 6007, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR), 723-6 (Financial Responsibility);  (b)  pay the Commission the $50.00 vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission;  (c)  file a tariff in compliance with Rule 6207 4 CCR, 723-6 (Tariffs), with an effective date no earlier than ten days after the tariff is received by the Commission; and (d) pay the Commission the $5.00 issuance fee.

9. Ordering Paragraph No. 10 of the Decision required All City Transport to complete these requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the Order.

10. The Order was effective on April 13, 2010.  Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance with the requirements named in the Decision expires on June 12, 2010.
11. All City Transport paid the vehicle identification fee and the issuance fee on April 5, 2010.  The tariff was filed on May 12, 2010.
12. At this time, All City Transport has not submitted the appropriate proof of insurance.
13. In the letter filed on May 14, 2010, All City Transport requests an extension of time of 60 days to file the appropriate proof of insurance.

14. The Commission will construe the letter filed by All City Transport on May 14, 2010, as a Motion for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of the Decision. 

15.
The Commission, after a review of the information provided by All City Transport, finds that good cause has been shown for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of the Decision.  The Commission grants All City Transport an additional 60 days from June 12, 2010, to complete the filings named in Decision No. R10-0272, or until August 11, 2010.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by All City Transport, LLC (All City Transport) for additional time to complete the requirements of Decision No. R10-0272 is granted.

2. All City Transport is granted an additional 60 days from June 12, 2010, to complete the filings named in Decision No. R10-0272, or until August 11, 2010.  
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
