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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On March 19, 2010, Beo Enterprises, Inc., filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers in call-and-demand limousine service between all points in the Counties of El Paso and Pueblo, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Denver, Douglas, and Teller, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 12, 2010.  Interventions opposing the application were filed by RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi.

3. The application, as filed, is incomplete.  Commission Rules require signed letters of public support to be included with the application.  See Rule 6203(a)(X), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.  No letters of public support were included with the application.  As such, the Commission will deem the application incomplete and dismiss it without prejudice.  

4. The Commission will also dismiss the interventions as moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Beo Enterprises, Inc., is deemed incomplete and is dismissed without prejudice.

2. The interventions filed by RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs, and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi, are dismissed as moot.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
