I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On March 15, 2010, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a Motion to Alter or Amend Decision No. C09-0229 (Motion).  
2. The only parties in this proceeding are Public Service, Staff of the Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).
3. On May 24, 2010, the OCC filed a Motion for Extension of Time.  The OCC states that all parties have agreed to a settlement pertaining to Public Service’s Motion, but were unable to file the signed agreement by the May 24, 2010 deadline.  Therefore, the OCC seeks an additional one-week extension of time until June 1, 2010 and a waiver of response time.
 
4. We find that the OCC’s request for additional time will not harm any party in this proceeding, that the request is reasonable, and therefore grant the Motion for Extension of Time.
