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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 25, 2010, Denver Casino Shuttle, LLC (Denver Casino Shuttle), filed an Application for authority to publish Second Revised Page 5 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Denver Casino Shuttle may provide call-and-demand limousine service between points in downtown Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55787.

3. Denver Casino Shuttle, in Second Revised Page 5 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1, proposes to offer a 10 percent reduction to the round-trip fare to a passenger or party who makes a reservation by using the online reservation system or by calling the office at least 24 hours in advance of the requested service.

4. Denver Casino Shuttle, in Second Revised Page 5, also proposes to return the round-trip fare to its initial rate of $25.00.

5. Denver Casino Shuttle, in a less-than-statutory notice filing submitted on March 1, 2010, proposed to reduce the existing round-trip fare from $25.00 to $22.00 per passenger.  In the same filing, Denver Casino Shuttle proposed to offer a $5.00 reduction to the round-trip fare to each passenger who mentions its advertising flyer while making a reservation.  The Commission granted these tariff changes by Decision No. C10-0201 on March 9, 2010.
6. Therefore, in Second Revised Page 5, Denver Casino Shuttle proposes another type of a reduction to the round-trip fare.  Denver Casino Shuttle also proposes to return the round-trip fare to the amount named in the original tariff that became effective on February 11, 2010.

7. In support of the request to change fares, Mr. Ryan McHenry, the President of Denver Casino Shuttle states: “[t]his is an attempt to adjust the fares to cover the unforeseen costs of doing business in light of the fact that this is a start-up company and the previous fares were devised without the knowledge of what the market would accept.”

8. Rule 6206(j) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

9. Denver Casino Shuttle was granted authority to provide call-and-demand limousine service between points in downtown Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado.  See Decision No. R10-0011, mailed on January 5, 2010.  Denver Casino Shuttle completed the requirements named in Decision No. R10-0011 in a timely manner and was issued CPCN PUC No. 55787 on February 5, 2010.  Therefore, Denver Casino Shuttle has only been able to provide transportation service to and from Black Hawk and Central City for a four-month period.

10. The Commission understands it can be difficult for a passenger carrier to determine what passengers may be willing to pay for a specific transportation service.  The initial fares filed by the carrier may be greater than the amount a passenger may choose to pay for the transportation service.  If the fares are greater than the amount a passenger will choose to pay for the transportation service, the number of passengers transported may not be sufficient to cover the costs of providing the transportation service.

11. In consideration of these factors, the Commission finds that Denver Casino Shuttle has shown good cause to approve the proposed changes to Passenger Tariff, Colorado No. 1.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposal filed by Denver Casino Shuttle, LLC (Denver Casino Shuttle), to allow it to publish Second Revised Page 5 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Denver Casino Shuttle shall publish Second Revised Page 5 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
