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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the petition filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on May 24, 2010, requesting that the Commission open a miscellaneous repository docket for filing gas transportation agreements with other local distribution companies (LDCs). 

2.   Public Service requests that the Commission open a miscellaneous docket to serve as a repository for the Company’s LDC Agreements.  Public Service states filing new LDC agreements in a miscellaneous docket would allow interested parties to review such agreements and determine if they have concerns or questions.  Public Service contends this procedure would create an administratively efficient process for review of LDC Agreements. 

B. Finding and Conclusions

3. We find that Public Service’s request will increase administrative efficiency and ease of review when new LDC Agreements are filed.  Therefore, opening the miscellaneous docket to serve as a repository for these agreements is in the public interest.  The Commission will grant the Verified Petition.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Verified Petition of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for the opening of a repository docket for the receipt of gas transportation agreements with other local distribution companies is granted.  

2. Public Service’s Verified Petition is construed as an informational filing in this new docket, and we accept the information proffered by Public Service.

3. No further action is required on Public Service’s petition.
