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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on May 17, 2010 for Approval of the Acquisition of the Rocky Mountain Energy Center and Blue Spruce Energy Center Generation Facilities. 
2. We find that the Application contains all information required by the applicable Commission Rules and therefore is deemed complete.

3. The following entities filed notices of intervention and/or petitions to intervene by permission: Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; the Colorado Independent Energy Association; and Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P.   
4. We find that due and timely execution of our functions requires an omission of the recommended decision of the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and preparation of an Initial Commission Decision instead.  Therefore, pursuant to § 40-6-109(6), C.R.S., we refer this matter to an ALJ for an Initial Commission Decision.  
5. On May 17, 2010 Public Service also filed a Motion for Adoption of Procedural Schedule.  Public Service requests a Commission Decision by October 29, 2010, so that the Company can achieve its target acquisition date of December 1, 2010.  Therefore, we direct the ALJ to rule on interventions, and work with parties to develop a timeline, to the extent practical, that meets the Company’s request for a Commission decision to be mailed on or before October 29, 2010.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on May 17, 2010 for Approval of the Acquisition of the Rocky Mountain Energy Center and Blue Spruce Energy Center Generation Facilities is deemed complete on its auto-deem date.

2. We refer this matter to an Administrative Law Judge for an Initial Commission Decision pursuant to § 40-6-109(6), C.R.S.
