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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application to Discontinue Telecommunications Services in Colorado, with a proposed effective date of August 5, 2010, pursuant to Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2108 filed on May 25, 2010 by LTE Communication Services, doing business as Telecom Affiliates (LTE).

2.   LTE received authority to provide local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services in Docket No. 03T-129, Decision No. C03-0392.  LTE has an effective tariff on file with the Commission. 

3. In its application, LTE stated that there are currently 125 residential and 50 business customers.  LTE also seeks to relinquish all authorities granted to it by the Commission upon the completion of the discontinuance. 

4. In compliance with 4 CCR 723-2-2108(e), LTE provided the notice it will send to all affected customers at least 30 days in advance of the discontinuance date.  The notice includes a list of alternative local service providers that customers may contact to obtain service.  In addition to that notice, LTE states it will alert its customers of its application seeking authority to discontinue service.  

5. LTE further states it will notify NANPA and/or the Number Pooling Administrator of the discontinuance and return any numbers not in use.

B. Findings and Conclusion  

6. We have reviewed the application and find the application is complete and that good cause exists to grant LTE’s proposed discontinuance of service, as it is in the public interest subject to the ordering paragraph conditions set forth below.

7. LTE shall file an Advice Letter that cancels its local exchange tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1, in its entirety, on not less than one day’s notice following the completion of the discontinuance to its customers.  This shall be accomplished as a compliance filing noting this Decision as its authority. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by LTE Communication Services (LTE) to discontinue the provisioning of telecommunications services in Colorado is complete.

2. The Application filed by LTE to discontinue the provisioning of telecommunications services in Colorado is granted.

3. LTE shall file an advice letter with the Commission on not less than one day’s notice that cancels its Colorado PUC No. 1 tariff in its entirety.  This filing shall be made when there are no remaining customers.

4. LTE shall remit all funds collected from its discontinued customers for the Low Income Telephone Assistance Program and Colorado Telephone Relay Service funds to the corresponding administrators of these funds by no later than August 31, 2010. 

5. LTE shall remit a final Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism form to the corresponding administrator no later than September 1, 2010.  

6. LTE shall be responsible for making all other required filings, including an annual report for the period up until its discontinuance of service.

7. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
