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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 22, 2010, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Denver Yellow Cab), filed an Application for authority to publish Supplement No. 18 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.
2. Denver Yellow Cab may, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 2378&I, provide taxi service between all points located within a radius of 16 miles of 16th and Champa Streets in Denver Colorado, and also including as part of the base area Denver International Airport (DIA), and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

3. Denver Yellow Cab, in Supplement No. 18 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, proposes to offer a flat rate fare from all points within an area beginning at the intersection of Colorado Highway E-470 and Interstate 76; thence south and west along E-470 to its intersection with Colorado Highway C-470; then west and north along C-470 to its intersection with Interstate 70; then north along Interstate 70 to its intersection with Simms Street; then north along Simms Street, as extended, to its intersection with Colorado Highway 128; then east along Colorado Highway 128 to its intersection with U.S. Highway 287; then north along U.S. Highway 287 to its intersection with the Northwest Parkway; then east along the Northwest Parkway to the point of beginning; on the one hand, to DIA, on the other hand.  Denver Yellow Cab is requesting the flat-rate fare remain in effect through September 6, 2010.  The flat rate fare represents the cap on the one-way taxi fare as Denver Yellow Cab seeks to charge the lesser of:  (1) the fare registered on the meter; or (2) a flat charge of $52.80 per trip with no charge for waiting time, traffic delay, or other extra passengers.

4. Denver Yellow Cab states the proposed flat rate fare will not apply to Zone A and Zone B
 as defined in Rule 6256(d) (Flat Rates to and from DIA) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle (4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6).

5. In support of the request for the flat rate fare, Denver Yellow Cab states:

The objective of the promotional $52.80 flat rate for taxi trips to DIA is to create an expanded market for taxi services, and thereby generate additional trips and revenue for Denver Yellow Cab drivers.  Presently, few people traveling to DIA from home or other points in the Denver metropolitan area outside Zone 1 [sic] and Zone 2 [sic] use Denver Yellow Cab’s taxi services.  The reasons vary depending on the circumstances of the potential passengers.  Two significant factors identified by [Denver Yellow] Cab are the perceived high cost generally and the uncertainty of the total fare due to mileage variations over different routes and traffic delay, waiting time and the extra passenger tariff fees.

[Denver Yellow] Cab is addressing both of these factors by the proposed promotional rate.  First, by capping the fare at $52.80 for all trips to DIA (excluding Zones A and B), the total fare will be less for most trips and no more than the current fare based on mileage for shorter trips.  Second, by setting a flat rate, potential customers will know in advance what their total cost will be, regardless of the number of passengers in their party and regardless of waiting time or traffic delays that may be encountered.

6. In support of the request for the implementation of the flat rate on less-than-statutory notice, Denver Yellow Cab states:

[Denver Yellow] Cab requests the Commission’s approval on this application on less that 30 days’ notice in order to test the marketing generating potential of the proposed flat rate during the remainder of the peak summer travel season when the largest number of potential passengers are most likely to consider [Denver Yellow] Cab for their transportation to DIA.  Awaiting the full 30 days’ notice would eliminate about half of the remaining summer travel season from the promotion and diminish the validity of the test to determine whether the proposed flat rate will in fact increase the market for taxi trips to DIA.

7. Rule 6206(j) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

8. The Commission finds that Denver Yellow Cab has shown good cause to approve the proposed changes in Supplement 18 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2.
9. However, the geographic area named in this application both includes points that are not located within the area named in CPCN PUC No. 2378&I and excludes points that are located within the area named in CPCN PUC No. 2378&I.  Therefore, the Commission will limit the implementation of the proposed flat rate fare to taxi service from points that are located within the area named in Paragraph No. 3 of this Order and within a 16-mile radius of 16th Street and Champa Street, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, to DIA, on the other hand.
II. ORDER 
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposal filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Denver Yellow Cab), to allow it to publish Supplement No. 18 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted in part.
2. Denver Yellow Cab shall publish Supplement No. 18 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.  Supplement No. 18 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2, unless canceled, may remain in effect through September 6, 2010.

3. The geographic area from which the proposed flat rate may apply shall be as defined in Paragraph No. 10.
4. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

B. ADOPTED IN COMMISSIONERS’ WEEKLY MEETING

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� The Commission, in Rule 6256, prescribes specific flat rate fares for taxi service between Denver International Airport (DIA) and two zones in the Denver metropolitan area.  Zone A is the downtown Denver area.  Zone B is the Denver Technology Center area.  The flat rate fare between Zone A and DIA is $51.00.  The flat rate fare between Zone B and DIA is $57.00.  The flat rate fare proposed by Denver Yellow Cab in this application may not apply from points in Zone A or Zone B to DIA.
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
