I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on July 1, 2010 for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time.

2. Public Service seeks a Commission approval of an alternative form of notice pursuant to § 40‑3‑104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., that will apply to its Application to revise its gas and electric Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment tariffs to recover its 2011 gas and electric Demand Side Management (DSM) budgets and its forecasted 2011 expenses for its Interruptible Service Option Credit and Third Party Demand Response Programs.  

3. Public Service seeks to provide notice by the following means: (1) filing of the changes with the Commission and keeping the filing open for public inspection; (2) publishing the notice in The Denver Post once each week on Sundays for two consecutive weeks, commencing July 11, 2010; and (3) electronic service of the Application, Direct Testimony and Exhibits, including pro forma tariffs on all parties to Docket Nos. 07A-420E and 08A-366EG, the most recent dockets relating to Public Service’s DSM programs.

4. Public Service states that good cause exists for the alternative form of notice since it would permit the Company to avoid the costs associated with bill inserts or mailing, yet will provide direct notice to all parties who participated in the most recent cases involving DSM and associated cost recovery issues, as well as the general public.  

5. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Motion and waive response time thereto.
