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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On March 30, 2010, Transit Solutions, LLC, filed a petition requesting a waiver of Rule 6308 (Luxury Limousine Categories) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.

2. The petition, as filed, is incomplete.  Rule 1003(c)(IV) (Waivers and Variances) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 states “All waivers and variance requests shall include a statement regarding the duration of the requested waiver or variance, explaining the specific date or event which will terminate it.”  The petition filed by Transit Solutions, LLC, does not include any statement defining the duration of the time period for the waiver.  

3. The Commission will therefore deny the petition.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition filed by Transit Solutions, LLC, on March 30, 2010, is denied. 
2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
