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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On July 9 2010, Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), filed an application for authority to publish 22nd Revised Page 1, 22nd Revised Page 2, and 9th Revised Page 6, to Time Schedule No. 3, 23rd Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 4, and 22nd Revised Page 1 and 5th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 6 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Ramblin’ Express may provide scheduled service between points in the Counties of El Paso, Pueblo, and Teller, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and casinos in Cripple Creek, Colorado, on the other hand, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966.

3. Ramblin’ Express, in these revised pages, proposes to increase the number of daily round-trips between points in the Cities of Colorado Springs, Divide, Pueblo, Woodland Park, and casinos in Cripple Creek.

4. Ramblin’ Express requests that the proposed increases in service as named in the revised pages become effective on less-than statutory notice on July 16, 2010.

5. In support of the proposed increase in the number of  daily round-trips, Mr. Todd Holland, the president of Ramblin’ Express states:

Back on April 30, 2010, we filed decreases in schedules that went into effect on June 1, 2010.  With just over a month of operating this decreased scheduled, we have witnessed a loss in ridership.  The revisions proposed below are in direct response to public demand, and they have shared their concerns and requests directly with us over this past month.  We feel confident that this re-adjustment will address the majority of our passenger’s concerns, putting us in a position to build ridership up again, without the full burden of the even more robust schedule we had offered prior to June 1, 2010.

6. Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less-than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

7. The Commission finds that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause to increase the number of daily round-trips between points in the Cities of Colorado Springs, Divide, Pueblo, Woodland Park, and casinos in Cripple Creek as named in 22nd Revised Page 1, 22nd Revised Page 2, and 9th Revised Page 6, to Time Schedule No. 3, 23rd Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 4, and 22nd Revised Page 1 and 5th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 6.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), to allow it to publish 22nd Revised Page 1, 22nd Revised Page 2, and 9th Revised Page 6, to Time Schedule No. 3, 23rd Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 4, and 22nd Revised Page 1 and 5th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 6 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Ramblin’ Express shall publish 22nd Revised Page 1, 22nd Revised Page 2, and 9th Revised Page 6, to Time Schedule No. 3, 23rd Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 4, and 22nd Revised Page 1 and 5th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 6 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
