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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On May 27, 2010, Amazing Wheels, LLC (Amazing Wheels), filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers in call-and-demand limousine service between all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado.  This application is restricted: (A) to providing non-emergent medical and non-medical transportation services as defined by the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado; (B) to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid; and (C) against providing any transportation service to or from hotels or motels.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on June 7, 2010.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. On June 28, 2010, Mr. Gennady Gnatyuk, the owner of Amazing Wheels, filed a letter in which he requests that certain restrictions be added to this application.  The restrictions named in this letter are:  A) against the transportation of passengers to or from the Colorado Springs Airport; B) to the use of not more than three vehicles, two of which must be wheelchair accessible; and C) against filing an application to extend this authority until on or after January 1, 2013.

5. We construe this letter as a Motion to Amend the application.

6. To be acceptable, restrictions must be restrictive in nature, clear and understandable, and administratively enforceable.
7. We find that the proposed amendment is restrictive in nature, is clear and understandable, and is administratively enforceable.

8. The restriction to the authority sought by Amazing Wheels will be accepted.

9. The application, as amended by Amazing Wheels reads:
Transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand limousine service 
between all points in the County of El Paso, State of Colorado.  
RESTRICTIONS:

(A)
to providing non-emergent medical and non-medical transportation services as defined by the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado; 
(B)
to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid; 
(C)
against providing any transportation service to or from hotels or motels; 
(D)
against the transportation of passengers to or from the Colorado Springs Airport; 
(E)
to the use of not more than three vehicles, two of which must be wheelchair accessible; and 
(F)
against filing an application to extend this authority until on or after January 1, 2013.

10. The information submitted with this application warrants the granting of the requested common carrier authority.

11. The present or future public convenience and necessity requires, or will require, the transportation service as requested.

12. Amazing Wheels is fit to perform the service as requested.

13. This application for permanent authority is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed on June 28, 2010, by Amazing Wheels, LLC (Amazing Wheels), is construed as a Motion to Amend the Application and is granted.

2. This application as amended was deemed complete on July 14, 2010, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

3. Amazing Wheels is granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire with authority as set forth in the Appendix.  This Order is a CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY.

4. Amazing Wheels shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

5. Amazing Wheels shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with Rule 6007 of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed a tariff in compliance with Rule 1210 of 4 CCR 723-1 and Rule 6207 of 4 CCR 723-6, with an effective date no earlier than ten days after filing; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee set forth at § 40-10-109, C.R.S.; and (e) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
6. If Amazing Wheels does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.

7. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
