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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on July 14, 2010 for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time.

2. Public Service seeks a Commission approval of an alternative form of notice pursuant to § 40‑3‑104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., that will apply to its filing to implement the Negative General Rate Schedule Adjustment Rider in its Colorado P.U.C. No. 6-Gas Tariff to become effective July 30, 2010.  

3. Public Service seeks to provide notice by the following means: (1) filing of the changes with the Commission and keeping the filing open for public inspection; (2) within three days of the filing with the Commission, publication of the newspaper notice in a newspaper of general circulation, such as The Denver Post; and (3) electronic service of the tariff filing on all parties to Docket No. 06S-656G, the case in which this formula tariff was set.  

4. Public Service states that good cause exists for the alternative form of notice since it is the most expeditious and economic means of providing notice of the proposed tariff provisions.  In addition, since no changes are proposed to the formula rate, the only issues before the Commission will be calculation issues.  

5. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Application and waive response time thereto.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

The Application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 14, 2010 for Commission Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time is granted.
