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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for a Commission Order Requiring All Parties to Serve Their Data Requests and Responses on All Parties (Motion) filed on July 14, 2010 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company).

2. In its Motion, Public Service states it is receiving discovery requests that seek copies of all other parties’ discovery propounded to the Company, as well as the other parties’ responses to the Company’s discovery.  Public Service believes this practice places an unreasonable administrative burden on the Company, forcing it to serve as an administrative clearing house for all of the inter-party discovery questions and answers propounded during the course of the docket.  To remedy this situation, Public Service requests that the Commission enter an order requiring all parties to serve their discovery requests and responses on all parties, with the understanding that confidential and highly confidential materials would only be served on those that have signed the appropriate non-disclosure agreements.  Public Service also seeks a waiver of response time to its Motion.

3. No party opposes Public Service’s Motion.

4. The Commission finds no party will be prejudiced by granting Public Service’s Motion and further finds such an order will aid in the discovery process in this docket.  As such, the Commission will grant Public Service’s Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for a Commission Order Requiring All Parties to Serve Their Data Requests and Responses on All Parties filed on July 14, 2010 by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.

2. All parties shall serve their discovery requests and responses on all other parties, consistent with the discussion above.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
