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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 18, 2010, Global Crossing Telemanagement, Inc. (GCTI) and Global Crossing Local Services, Inc. (GCLS) (collectively, Applicants) filed a joint application requesting a Commission Order authorizing a transfer of jurisdictional telecommunications providers pursuant to Rule 2109 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, with a proposed effective date of on or about September 30, 2010.  The application contemplates that GCTI will be merged into GCLS with a transfer of GCTI, including its customers, to GCLS.  The Applicants represent that, following the contemplated transfer, GCTI will cease to exist.

2. Both GCTI and GCLS are competitive local exchange carriers with Commission authorities to provide emerging competitive services.  GCTI received its authority to provide regulated services in Decision No. C97-1173 and GCLS received its authorities in Decision Nos. C97-1174 and C98-461.  

3. The application contains a draft customer notification to be sent to GCTI customers on or about July 31, 2010.  
4. On July 13, 2010, the representative for the Applicants filed a letter in response to questions posed by Commission Staff.  The response confirmed that the filing was in the nature of an application and not a petition as originally labeled.  The letter also contained items missing from the application necessary to deem the application complete.  Because the application now contains all of the information required by applicable Commission rules, we deem it complete.
5. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s website on June 21, 2010.  Interventions were due on or before July 21, 2010.  No interventions were filed.  

B. Discussion

6. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.
7. The application represents that there will be no changes to the rates, terms, and conditions, nor any charges assessed to the GCTI customers as a part of the transfer.

8. The application requests that, following the transfer, GCTI’s telecommunications authorities be cancelled and that GCLS be allowed to adopt GCTI’s tariff as its own.

9. The Commission reviewed the customer notice contained with the application and finds that the notice is acceptable for use to inform GCTI customers of their transfer to GCLS.
10. We find the proposed transfer of GCTI to GCLS is not contrary to the public interest and therefore grant the application.   

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application for the transfer of Global Crossing Telemanagement, Inc. (GCTI) and Global Crossing Local Services, Inc. (GCLS) (collectively, Joint Applicants) is deemed complete and is granted.

2. Pursuant to Rule 2109(a)(V)(E) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, the Joint Applicants shall notify the Commission if the transfer is not consummated within 60 days of the proposed effective date stated in the application, or if the proposed transfer terms are changed prior to the consummation date.  This notice shall include the docket and decision numbers of this application. 

3. GCTI shall continue to have the obligation to file an annual report with the Commission and to contribute to all applicable Colorado funds, including the Public Utilities Commission’s Fixed Utilities Fund, the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, and the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program for the period of time until the transfer is consummated.
4. The customer notice contained in the application is acceptable and should be sent to GCTI’s customers on or about July 31, 2010 to provide adequate customer notice and information related to the transfer.
5. GCTI, following the transfer to GCLS, intends to relinquish its Commission-issued telecommunications authority.  If no customers are being provided regulated telecommunications services at that time, GCTI may use the Notification of Discontinuance of Regulated Telecommunications Services form and process (available on the Commission’s website).  It should state at that time that it also relinquishes its Commission issued authority.  
6. GCLS shall file a notice to adopt GCTI’s tariff that is on file with the Commission within seven days of the effective date of the transfer.
7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
