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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 22, 2010, Larry Holle, doing business as Bus Express (Bus Express), filed an application for permanent authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  The application was restricted as follows:  (A) to providing non-emergent medical transportation (NEMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado; (B) to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid; (C) against providing any transportation service to or from Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado; (D) against providing any transportation service to or from hotels or motels; and (E) to the use of a maximum of two vehicles at any one time.
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on March 15, 2010.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested.
3. On April 7, 2010, Bus Express filed a motion to restrictively amend its application.
4. The Commission granted the application as amended on April 30, 2010, by Decision No. C10-0409 (Decision).

5. On August 3, 2010, Bus Express filed a letter requesting an additional 90 days to comply with the requirements named in the Decision.

6. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision states:

Bus Express, shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with Rule 6007 of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed a tariff, in compliance with Rules 1210 of 4 CCR 723-1 and 6207 of 4 CCR 723-6, with an effective date no earlier than ten days after filing; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee; and (e) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
7. Ordering Paragraph No. 6 of the Decision states Bus Express was to complete these requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.

8. The effective date of the Decision was June 29, 2010.

9. Bus Express, except for paying the $5.00 issuance fee, completed each of the requirements by June 29, 2010.

10. On August 3, 2010, Bus Express filed a letter requesting an additional 90 days to comply with the requirements named in the Decision.

11. However, Bus Express paid the $5.00 issuance fee on August 6, 2010.

12. The Commission issued Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9934 to Bus Express for the authority named in the Decision on August 9, 2010.  The Commission will therefore deny the request for extension of time as moot.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Larry Holle, doing business as Bus Express for an additional 90 days to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C10-0409 is denied as moot.
2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
