I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Dallas Creek Water Company (Dallas Creek) on July 2, 2010, requesting approval of its Emergency Notification Plan as required by Rule 5411(b) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Water Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-5.  Dallas Creek amended its application on July 9, 2010 and again on July 12, 2010.  
2. Rule 5411 requires regulated water utilities to file an application with the Commission detailing “how the utility will inform its customers and the community of emergency enforcement actions and/or corrective measures required by the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.”  Rule 5411(a), 4 CCR 723-5.
B. Findings of Fact

3. The Commission noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 6, 2010.  

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.
5. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

C. Conclusions
6. The Commission has reviewed the application and finds it complies with the requirements of Rule 5411, 4 CCR 723-5.  The Commission will therefore grant the application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application of Dallas Creek Water Company for approval of Emergency Notification Plan is deemed complete and is granted.

2. The 20-day time period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
