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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Request for Expedited Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. C10-0957, filed by the Colorado Independent Energy Association; Thermo Power & Electric, LLC; and Southwest Generation Operating Company, LLC (collectively, Movants) on September 9, 2010. 

2. Though the Movants’ filing is presented as an Application for RRR, RRR is not available from Decision No. C10-0957.  Interim decisions, like Decision No. C10-0957, are governed by Rule 1502 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  Parties may not apply for RRR of interim decisions, though they may properly file a motion “to set aside, modify, or stay the interim order.”  Rule 1502(d), 4 CCR 723-1.  We will therefore construe the Movants’ filing as a Motion to Modify (Motion).

3. In the Motion, the Movants request response time be shortened, in order to accommodate a Commission decision on the merits no later than September 15, 2010.  We find good cause exists to shorten response time.  We will shorten response time to the Motion to noon on Tuesday, September 14, 2010.

II. Order

A.  
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Request for Expedited Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration of Decision No. C10-0957, filed by the Colorado Independent Energy Association; Thermo Power & Electric, LLC; and Southwest Generation Operating Company, LLC is granted in part, consistent with the discussion above.

2. Responses to the Motion shall be filed no later than noon on September 13, 2010.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
