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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on January 25, 2010, when the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued a Notice of Proposed Amendments to Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCNs) and Contract Carrier Permits (Permits), and Notice of Proposed Waivers (Notice).  See Decision No. C10-0055.

2. On April 1, 2010, a recommended decision was issued in this proceeding.  See Decision No. R10-0278.  That decision amended the CPCNs and Permits listed in Appendix A thereto by eliminating obsolete language referring to transportation operations that are no longer subject to Commission jurisdiction.

3. On April 14, 2010, an Errata Notice was issued in this matter for the purpose of correcting certain typographical errors contained on pages 7, 8, 23, 52, and 86 of Appendix A to Decision No. R10-0278.   See Decision No. R10-0278-E.

4. On August 27, 2010, San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Wild West Tours &/or Montrose Express (Telluride Express) filed a Motion to Modify Decision No. C10-0055 and Decision No. R10-0278 (Motion).  In support of the Motion, Telluride Express states that Attachment B to the Notice and Appendix A of Decision No. R10-0278 contained only a portion of the authority contained in CPCN PUC No. 1648, held by Telluride Express.  Telluride Express requests that the decision be amended by removing the description of CPCN PUC No. 1648 from Attachment B to the Notice and from Appendix A to Decision No. R10-0278.

5. Because Attachment B to the Notice contained an incomplete description of CPCN PUC No. 1648, the Notice was defective as to the amendments proposed to that certificate.  Similarly, because Appendix A of Decision No. R10-0278 incorporated the description of CPCN PUC No. 1648 contained in Attachment B of the Notice, it also contains an erroneous description of that certificate.

6. In order to correct the deficiencies described above, it is necessary to: (a) re-notice the Commission’s intent to amend CPCN PUC No. 1648 for the purpose of eliminating obsolete language that refers to transportation operations that are no longer subject to Commission jurisdiction; and (b) amend Appendix A of Decision No. R10-0278 by removing the description of CPCN PUC No. 1648 contained therein.
7. The “re-notice” referred to above will be accomplished through a new proceeding that will be initiated by the Commission in the near future.  Care will be taken to ensure that the notice issued in that proceeding will correctly describe the full authority contained in CPCN PUC No. 1648 as well as any proposed amendments or modifications of that certificate.

8. This order will serve to amend Appendix A to Decision No. R10-0278 by removing the description of CPCN PUC No. 1648 contained at pages 103, 104, and 105 therein. 

9. By virtue of the foregoing, the Motion will be granted consistent with the discussion above.  CPCN PUC No. 1648 held by Telluride Express shall remain in its present form until such time as the Commission initiates a proceeding to amend or modify that certificate.    
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The motion filed by San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Wild West Tours &/or Montrose Express to amend Attachment B to Decision No. C10-0055 is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
2. Appendix A to Decision No. R10-0278 is amended by removing the description of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 1648.
3. Attachment B to Decision No. C10-0055 is amended by removing the description of CPCN PUC No. 1648.
4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
