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I. By the Commission

A. Statement, Findings, Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Extend Time to File an Application for Rehearing, Reargument or Reconsideration (Motion), filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on September 9, 2010.

2. The Commission considered Exceptions filed by both Public Service and Tom and Hanna Altman (Altmans) at the September 1, 2010 Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting.  At that time, the Commission granted the Altmans’ Exceptions and denied the Exceptions of Public Service.  The resulting Order has not yet been mailed.

3. Public Service states its counsel will be out of the country from September 11 through 29, 2010, and will be unavailable during that time to review the Commission decision and prepare advice for Public Service as to whether it should file an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR Application).  Therefore, Public Service requests an additional 14 days within which to file a RRR Application.  The Commission has authority to extend the deadline for timely filed RRR Applications under § 40‑6-114(1), C.R.S.  If granted, Public Service would have a total of 34 days from the issuance of the decision within which to file a RRR Application.

4. In its Motion, Public Service states it has been in contact with counsel for the Altmans, and was advised that the Altmans oppose the Motion.

5. As noted above, the Order in this matter has not yet been mailed.  When it is mailed, Public Service may still have ample time within which to file a RRR Application even after counsel for Public Service returns from vacation.  Therefore, the Commission will deny Public Service’s motion at this time, without prejudice.  Public Service may reassert its motion at any time during the 20-day period after the Decision is mailed, as provided by § 40‑6-114(1), C.R.S.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Extend Time to File an Application for Rehearing, Reargument or Reconsideration filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is denied without prejudice.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
