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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Quadrant Auraria Partner’s Motion to Rescind Order Deeming Application Complete and Granting Application and Motion to Intervene (Motion) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) on September 17, 2010.

2. RTD and UPRR state that Quadrant Auraria Partners, LLC (Quadrant) failed to serve its Motion to Rescind Order Deeming Application Complete and Granting Application and Motion to Intervene (Motion to Rescind) filed with the Commission on September 3, 2010 on RTD.  RTD learned of the Motion to Rescind from UPRR on September 14, 2010.

3. RTD and UPRR request an extension of time to file a response to the Motion to Rescind of up to and including September 29, 2010 to allow sufficient time to investigate the facts and coordinate a response.

4. RTD has conferred with counsel for Quadrant regarding the extension of time and is authorized to state that Quadrant does not object to the requested extension.

5. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated, will grant the Motion pursuant to the discussion above, and waive response time thereto.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Quadrant Auraria Partner’s Motion to Rescind Order Deeming Application Complete and Granting Application and Motion to Intervene filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) on September 17, 2010 is granted and response time thereto is waived.  RTD and UPRR shall be permitted to file their responses to Quadrant Auraria Partner, LLC’s Motion to Rescind Order Deeming Application Complete and Granting Application and Motion to Intervene on or before September 29, 2010.
