I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On September 10, 2010, the Summit County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority Board, c/o Summit County Communications Center (Applicant) filed an application for a surcharge increase pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S.  On the same date, the Applicant also filed a Motion for Waiver of Statutory Notice Provisions of § 40-3-104, C.R.S., and for Authorization to Give Alternative Form of Notice (Motion).
2. In its Motion, Applicant proposes to provide an alternative form of notice in the form attached as Exhibit A to be published for two consecutive weeks in the legal notices section of the Summit County Journal and the Summit Daily News, both local newspapers published in Summit County, Colorado.
3. Section 40-3-104, C.R.S., sets forth the notice requirements when rates for public utility services (e.g., telephone service) may be changed.  While § 40-3-104, C.R.S., applies only to regulated public utilities, the Applicant must still obtain approval from the Commission of its proposed surcharge pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S.  Therefore, the Commission has the authority to specify the notice that an emergency telephone provider must provide in this kind of application.

4. We find that the above mentioned notice proposal is reasonable and we grant the request to provide notice of the Application in accordance with this proposal. 

5. We will consider the merits of the Application at a future time, after the notice period has expired.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Waiver of Statutory Notice Provisions of § 40-3-104, C.R.S., and for Authorization to Give Alternative Form of Notice filed by the Summit County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority Board, c/o Summit County Communications Center (Applicant), is granted.
2. The notice proposed by the Applicant is approved consistent with the discussion above.  
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
