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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Answer Testimony and Request to Shorten Response Time (Motion) filed by Thermo Power & Electric LLC (Thermo) on September 22, 2010.

2. Thermo filed Answer Testimony of Lorne Whittles on September 17, 2010.  Concurrently, Thermo filed a Notice Regarding Testimony, in which it stated its intent to supplement the Answer Testimony of Mr. Whittles no later than Wednesday, September 22, 2010.

3. On September 22, 2010, Thermo provided the supplemental testimony.  Thermo now states supplemental testimony was required due to:  “(1) late-tendered discovery of Public Service Company of Colorado, which was received five days after the date response were due to Thermo Power based on its served discovery, or Wednesday, September 15, 2010, and (2) a long-planned office move of Thermo Power’s staff that occurred on Thursday, September 16, 2010.”  In addition, Thermo requests response time to the Motion be shortened to Friday, September 24, 2010.

4. No party opposes Thermo’s Motion.  In its Motion, Thermo states Public Service Company of Colorado does not oppose the Motion.

5. The Commission will grant the Motion, as no party will be prejudiced by acceptance of the supplemental testimony.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Answer Testimony and Request to Shorten Response Time filed by Thermo Power & Electric LLC is granted.
