I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 20, 2010, Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), filed an application for authority to publish its 6th Revised Page No. 2 to Time Schedule No. 6 on less than 30 days’ notice.

2. Ramblin’ Express may provide scheduled service between points in the Counties of El Paso, Pueblo, and Teller, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and casinos in Cripple Creek, Colorado, on the other hand, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47966.

3. Ramblin’ Express, in this revised page, proposes to eliminate the scheduled service between Divide, Colorado, on the one hand, and Cripple Creek and Colorado Springs, Colorado, on the other hand.

4. Ramblin’ Express requests that the proposed decreases in service, as named in the revised page, become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

5. In support of the proposed elimination of service to and from Divide, Mr. Todd Holland, the President of Ramblin’ Express states:

For many years we have operated two pick-up locations in Teller County for service to and from Cripple Creek.  One location is in Woodland Park, and the other is in Divide, which is 5.5 miles (eight minutes) away.  We have operated from a side street location, with approval from local authorities.  We have identified this to be the only viable, safe location for our motorcoaches to service this very small town along Highway 34.

We have been asked by the individual who privately maintains that location, to vacate this location immediately.

6. Mr. Holland included a letter he received from Mr. Pete Kuyper, President of PK Enterprises, Inc. on September 10, 2010.  In the letter, Mr. Kuyper states:

I am herein requesting you stop using Hybrook Road in Divide as a park and ride area.  There is no parking lot there and it is an inappropriate neighborhood for that use.  Typically a use of this nature would require county approval.

Most importantly the road is privately maintained and is not designed for daily Highway traffic.  Significant road damage has occurred due to the diversion of your buses from the highway to our local road.

7. Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

8. The Commission finds that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause to eliminate daily service to and from Divide, Colorado, as requested in this application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), to allow it to publish its 6th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 6 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Ramblin’ Express shall publish its 6th Revised Page 2 to Time Schedule No. 6 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
