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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) filed an application on August 10, 2010, seeking Commission approval of several items related to its pursuit of energy efficiency and demand response resources under §§ 40-3.2-103 and 40-3.2-104, C.R.S.  

2. On September 16, 2010, the Commission issued Decision No. C10-1023, scheduling a pre-hearing conference on October 12, 2010.  Public Service was directed to work with the intervening parties prior to that pre-hearing conference to develop a mutually agreeable procedural schedule as well as procedures for discovery.  

3. On September 28, 2010, the Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association (CoSEIA) filed a petition for late intervention.  
B. Findings

4. At the pre-hearing conference, Public Service presented a procedural schedule for our consideration.  After some discussion regarding the availability of potential witnesses and of the Commissioners during March 2011, the parties reached agreement on the following revised proposal that we find acceptable:

· Answer testimony is due on December 17, 2010.

· Rebuttal and cross answer testimony is due February 4, 2011.

· The deadline for filing a settlement agreement is February 11, 2011.

· Hearings shall be held over five days beginning February 28, 2011 through March 4, 2011.

· Statements of position shall be due on March 16, 2011.

5. In preparation for the hearings, corrections to pre-filed testimony shall be filed on or before February 23, 2010.  Also on February 23, 2010, the intervening parties shall provide Public Service with estimates of witness cross-examination times.  Public Service shall then file a schedule of witnesses, the order of cross examiners, and estimated cross-examination times by witness on February 24, 2010.

6. With respect to discovery, we will adopt the process proposed by Public Service at the pre-hearing conference. Specifically, responses to discovery concerning the Company’s direct testimony shall be due within ten calendar days.  Responses to discovery concerning answer testimony shall be due within seven calendar days. Responses to discovery concerning rebuttal and cross answer testimony shall also be due within seven calendar days.  Discovery requests sent to Public Service or to an intervening party after noon on a Friday shall be treated as if they were received the following Monday.

7. The cut-off dates for issuing discovery shall be as follows.  No discovery shall be allowed concerning Public Service’s direct testimony after noon on December 17, 2010.  No discovery shall be allowed concerning answer testimony after noon on February 4, 2011.  No discovery shall be allowed concerning rebuttal and cross answer testimony after 5:00 p.m. on February 14, 2011.
8. Finally, we find good cause to grant the late intervention of CoSEIA, since the intervention is unopposed. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Commission grants the petition for late intervention filed by the Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association on September 28, 2010.
2. The Commission adopts the procedural schedule and the deadlines for discovery as set forth above.
