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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion by the Colorado Independent Energy Association (CIEA); Thermo Power & Electric LLC (Thermo); and Southwest Generation Operating Company, LLC (Southwest) for an Extension of Time to File Comments on Procedures (Motion) to streamline the evidentiary hearing in this proceeding.  

2. At the Commissioners’ Deliberations Meeting on June 1, 2010, we invited parties to file comments regarding hearings efficiencies and other procedural matters by June 4, 2010.
  By Decision No. C10-0638, we acknowledged that we had received on June 4, 2010, several comments regarding the scope and conduct of this proceeding.  We also stated that we would address changes to the procedural schedule following a pre-hearing status conference on July 9, 2010.  

3. On June 4, 2010, CIEA, Thermo, and Southwest filed a Motion for a Declaratory Order, requesting that we clarify our roles and responsibilities in shaping the outcome of this proceeding.  Separately on June 4, 2010, CIEA, Thermo, and Southwest filed the Motion requesting that comments regarding the hearing process be due three days after the Commission ruled on their Motion for a Declaratory Order.

4. The Commission denied the Motion for a Declaratory Order by Decision No. C10-0808 mailed on July 30, 2010.  

5. At the Commissioners’ Deliberation Meeting on October 13, 2010, we announced that we would take up the procedural comments filed on June 4, 2010 at the pre-hearing conference scheduled on October 19, 2010.  We also gave notice to parties that they should come prepared to discuss issues surrounding the hearing process at that pre-hearing conference.

6. The Commission convened the October 19, 2010 pre-hearing conference as scheduled and adopted the order of witnesses and order of cross examiners proposed by Public Service Company of Colorado.  The Commission then conducted hearings between October 21, 2010 and November 3, 2010.

7. As a result of the foregoing events, the Commission will deny the Motion as moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for an Extension of Time to File Comments on Procedures filed by the Colorado Independent Energy Association; Thermo Power & Electric LLC; and Southwest Generation Operating Company, LLC on June 4, 2010 is denied as moot.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
