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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This item comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs (Motion) filed by IntelePeer, Inc. (IntelePeer) on October 21, 2010.

2. On September 9, 2009, IntelePeer filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide local exchange telecommunications services.  IntelePeer also applied for a letter of registration to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services.


3. In Decision No. C09-1199, the Commission granted IntelePeer’s Application seeking a CPCN.  However, IntelePeer was required to satisfy certain conditions prior to commencing operations under the CPCN.  The Commission ordered IntelePeer to file an Advice Letter and accompanying tariff on not less than 30 days’ notice, to be effective within one year of the Mailed Date of Decision No. C09-1199, October 23, 2010.

4. IntelePeer filed its Colorado PUC Tariff No. 1 (Local Exchange and Interexchange Services) and Colorado PUC Tariff No. 2 (Switched Access Services) on September 21, 2010, in this Docket.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) rejected the tariffs, because they were filed without separate Advice Letters and because they should have been filed in new, distinct Dockets.

5. Having failed to properly file its tariffs with appropriate notice, IntelePeer sought an extension of time within which to re-file its tariffs and accompanying Advice Letters in a Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs filed on September 27, 2010.  By Decision No. C10-1096, the Commission granted an extension of the compliance deadline in Decision No. C09-1199, requiring IntelePeer to file tariffs effective no later than November 15, 2010.  

6. In its current Motion, IntelePeer states it is continuing to work with Staff to modify its tariffs so they are in compliance with Commission requirements.  IntelePeer requests the Commission further extend the compliance deadline in Decision No. C09-1199 for filing tariffs to December 15, 2010.  To accommodate for 30 days’ notice, Intelepeer would need to file its Advice Letters and tariffs with the Commission no later than November 15, 2010.  

7. The Commission finds IntelePeer has shown good cause to grant the Motion.  However, in order to provide ample time to accommodate the required 30 days’ notice, the Commission will extend the deadline to January 15, 2011.  Therefore, to allow for the required 30 days’ notice, IntelePeer should file its Colorado PUC Tariff No. 1 (Local Exchange Services) and Colorado PUC Tariff No. 2 (Switched Access Services) no later than December 15, 2010.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs filed by IntelePeer, Inc. on October 21, 2010 is granted.

2. The deadline in Decision No. C09-1199 for filing tariffs is hereby extended to January 15, 2011.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
