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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion filed on November 12, 2010 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff), and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) for an extension of 12 days, to and including November 24, 2010, for the parties to file a report in this docket on their negotiations regarding a possible approach to mitigate against future gas cost adjustment rate swings.  The parties also request that response time to the Joint Motion be waived.

2. In the Motion, the parties state that due to the press of other business, such as the hearings in Docket No. 10M-245E, Public Service’s preparation of the upcoming gas rate case, and the intervening Thanksgiving Holiday, they request an extension until November 24, 2010, to file a report in this matter.
