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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On November 3, 2010, Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Colorado Jitney), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55785.  Colorado Jitney requests an extension as follows:
Transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand limousine service:
(1)
between all points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Downing Street and 1st Avenue, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in Glenwood Springs, Colorado, on the other hand, with service to all intermediate points located within five miles of the intersection of Interstate 70 and Colorado Highway C 470 in Jefferson County, and the intersection of Interstate 70 and Colorado Highway 82 in Glenwood Springs, Colorado; and

(2)
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Eagle, Grand, Gunnison, Pitkin, Routt, and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.  
RESTRICTION:  
Item (2) is restricted against providing any transportation service to or from any points in the City and County of Denver that are located east of Peoria Street, as extended.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on November 8, 2010.

3. Home James Transportation Services, Ltd., and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine, filed interventions opposing the grant of this application.
4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."
5. Colorado Jitney therefore must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Colorado Jitney fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

6. Mr. Bradley Doran, the owner of Colorado Jitney, submitted a letter in support of this application.  In this letter Mr. Doran states as follows:

I am aware of only one option for transportation to the mountain resorts – it requires me to leave from Denver, Colorado.  The only option available to me is Greyhound from the Denver Bus Station to Vail.  This option fails to meet my demands because I cannot spend over $50 on transportation when I can drive my car, and I like to ski at other locations besides Vail. Additionally, Greyhound fails to satisfy my timeline.  The only other options are to utilize a personal chauffer or a taxi – however, neither reduces the congestion on I-70.

7. Mr. Doran also includes other general statements in support of a need for additional transportation service between points in the Denver metro area and various ski resorts.  However, Mr. Doran does not include any statements that indicate an immediate and urgent need exists for the transportation service requested in this application.

8. Three additional support letters were submitted with the application.  Two of the letters are from residents of Englewood, Colorado.  The third letter is from a resident of Boulder, Colorado.  Each of these letters is a copy of the letter submitted my Mr. Doran.  Therefore, none of these letters include any statements indicating an immediate and urgent need exists for the transportation service named in this application.

C. Conclusions

9. We find that Colorado Jitney has not met its burden of proof with respect to the requirements set forth in § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., to obtain temporary authority.  Colorado Jitney failed to demonstrate the existence of immediate and urgent need and has failed to demonstrate that no other carrier is capable of providing the service.  As such, the application is not in the public interest and must be denied.

10. The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of the permanent authority application.  The permanent authority application will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.  
11. The Commission will deny the interventions filed by Home James Transportation Services, Ltd., and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine, as moot. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for temporary authority filed by Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney, on November 3, 2010 is denied.

2. The interventions filed by Home James Transportation Services, Ltd., and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine are dismissed as moot.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
