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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Expedited Consideration (Motion) filed on November 24, 2010 by Dash Government Services, LLC (Dash).  Dash filed a supplement to its Motion on December 1, 2010.  

2. Dash filed an application on November 24, 2010, seeking to provide Next Gen 9-1-1 services in Colorado.  Dash requests that the Commission shorten notice to the application to ten days.  Dash states that Staff of the Commission (Staff) has already reviewed the application for completeness and that Dash is providing a copy of the application to every 9-1-1 authority in Colorado.  
3. The Commission issued a notice of the application on December 1, 2010 for 30 days.  Under that schedule, the intervention period would expire January 3, 2011 and Staff has ten days after that to file its intervention.
4. We deny the Motion for Expedited Consideration and waive response.  We find that Dash’s application implicates significant policy issues and therefore the full notice period is warranted.  We will discuss the merits of the application at a future time.
II. Order
A.  
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Expedited Consideration (Motion) filed on November 24, 2010 by Dash Government Services, LLC, as supplemented on December 1, 2010, is denied.
2. Response time to the Motion is waived.
