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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On December 6, 2010, Casino Transportation, Inc. (Casino Transportation) filed an application for authority to publish changes in the form of revised pages to Passenger Time Schedule No. 21, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Casino Transportation, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 48419, may provide scheduled service between points in the metropolitan Denver, Colorado area, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.
3. Casino Transportation currently provides 19 daily round trips between 12405 East Mississippi in Aurora and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City.
4. In this application, Mr. Rob Waterman, the vice president of Casino Transportation, states he was recently informed by the owner of the parking lot at 12405 East Mississippi Avenue that Casino Transportation’s buses could no longer stop at this location.  Mr. Waterman reports that he has located another parking area at 13550 East Mississippi Avenue.  This parking area is approximately one mile east of the existing scheduled stop.  Mr. Waterman also states Casino Transportation will continue to provide 19 daily round trips between the new location and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City.

5. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

6. The Commission is aware that the scheduled stops utilized by Casino Transportation and other carriers providing service to and from the casinos in Black Hawk and Central City are generally not located on property owned by the transportation carrier.  The scheduled stops are frequently located on private property such as shopping center parking lots.  The owner of the property on which the scheduled stop is located may require the carrier to stop providing service from a specific location on a notice period shorter than the 30 day period required by the Commission for a carrier to change a time schedule.
7. Therefore, the Commission finds that Casino Transportation has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Time Schedule No. 21 on less than 30 days’ notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Casino Transportation, Inc., to publish revised pages to Passenger Time Schedule No. 21 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Casino Transportation, Inc., shall publish the revised pages to Passenger Time Schedule No. 21 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
