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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 13, 2010, MT Acquisitions, LLC, doing business as Mountains Taxi (Mountains Taxi), filed an Application for authority to publish 1st Revised Page 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.
2. Mountains Taxi may provide taxi service, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55768, between points in the Counties of Clear Creek, Gilpin, and Jefferson, and between these points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

3. In this application, Mountains Taxi proposes to reduce its mileage rate, reduce the extra passenger change, offer a flat-rate for service between casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, and reduce the fare for service between points in the Counties of Clear Creek, Gilpin, and Jefferson, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

4. The mileage rate is to be reduced from $2.75 to $2.25.  The extra passenger charge is to be reduced from $2.75 to $1.00.  The charge for a one-way trip between a casino in Black Hawk and a casino in Central City is reduced from a minimum charge of $11.00 to a flat-rate of $7.00.  The fare for a one-way trip between points in the Counties of Clear Creek, Gilpin, and Jefferson, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand, is to be reduced by 15 percent.

5. In support of the request to reduce the fares for taxi service, Mr. Donald Bosch, the managing member of Mountains Taxi states

Good cause exists to allow this tariff change to become effective on less than statutory notice, because the reduced meter rates, flat rates and discounted rates to Denver International Airport, will benefit the public with lower fares and increased taxicab ridership, and Mountains Taxi wishes to provide these benefits to the public as soon as possible.  If the application is granted there will be no prejudice to any other carrier as the new tariff will only serve the public interest through lower fares.
6. Rule 6207(j) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, provides the Commission may authorize carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

7. The Commission finds that Mountains Taxi has shown good cause to approve the proposed changes to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1.  The proposed changes to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 may become effective on less-than-statutory notice.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application to Revise Its Tariff on Less Than Statutory Notice filed by MT Acquisitions, LLC, doing business as Mountains Taxi (Mountains Taxi) is granted.

2. Mountains Taxi shall publish 1st Revised Page 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
