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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by the Park Creek Metropolitan District (District) and the City and County of Denver (Denver) on December 23, 2010.  

2. Denver and the District request an extension of time to March 31, 2010 to file a signed construction and maintenance agreement in this docket. 

3. As grounds, Denver and the District state that they are actively engaged in discussion with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) regarding a construction and maintenance agreement for improvements approved by the Commission in Decision No. C10-0995.  Denver and the District state that UPRR has tentatively agreed to the final bridge construction plans, the amount of compensation for the crossing of UPRR property, and the form of the construction and maintenance agreement.  The construction and maintenance agreement is being processed for official approval and execution by all parties, but will not be completed by the December 31, 2010 deadline.  Denver and the District believe that the agreement can be filed on or before February 28, 2011, but out of an abundance of caution request until March 31, 2011 to file the signed agreement.

4. Denver and the District state that the Regional Transportation District (RTD) has been provided with the final bridge construction plans for comment.  RTD has not determined whether a construction and maintenance agreement is required at this time.

5. The District and Denver have conferred with UPRR and RTD counsel regarding this Motion and are authorized to represent that UPRR and RTD are not opposed to this Motion.

6. We will grant an extension of time to March 31, 2011 to allow Denver, the District, and UPRR sufficient time to complete and approve the construction and maintenance agreements.  We will also waiver response time to the Motion on our own motion.

7. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion pursuant to the discussion above.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time filed by the Park Creek Metropolitan District and the City and County of Denver is granted.  Park Creek Metropolitan District and the City and County of Denver shall be permitted to file signed copies of the construction and maintenance agreements on or before March 31, 2011.

2. The Commission waives response time to the motion.
