I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion to strike attachments to the exceptions of Trinchera Ranch and all arguments concerning same, and request for shortened response time, filed on December 21, 2010 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).
  Public Service requests that the Commission shorten response time to the Motion to 7 days, which would make responses due on December 28, 2010.  The normal response time to a motion is 14 days, which would make responses to the Motion due on January 4, 2010.  Public Service argues this would be too late for the Commission to render a decision so that the parties know whether responses to certain attachments to Trinchera Ranch’s exceptions are required in their responses to exceptions. Responses to exceptions to Recommended Decision R10-1245 (Recommended Decision) are due on January 6, 2010.

Blanca Ranch Holdings, LLC, and Trinchera Ranch Holdings, LLC (Trinchera Ranch) filed a response to request for shortened response time on December 23, 2010.  Trinchera Ranch states that its counsel has limited availability over the intervening holidays and will not be available to file a response within the time period suggested by Public Service.  Trinchera Ranch states that if Public Service believes it will require more time between the period in between the normal response date and the deadline for responses to exceptions, Trinchera Ranch would not object to a 7 day extension of the deadline for parties to respond to exceptions of others.

Being fully advised in the matter, we will shorten response time to the Motion to 12:00 p.m. on Monday, January 3, 2011 and set response time to the exceptions to 12:00 p.m. on Monday, January 10, 2011.  We will issue a ruling on the merits of the Motion in time for the parties to file responses to exceptions.  

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for shortened response time contained within the Motion to strike attachments to the exceptions of Trinchera Ranch and all arguments concerning same (Motion), filed on December 21, 2010 by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted, in part.

2. Response time to the Motion is shortened to 12:00 p.m. on Monday, January 3, 2011.
3. Response time to exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R10-1245 is set to 12:00 p.m. on Monday, January 10, 2011.
