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I. STATEMENT  

1. On October 20, 2009, Smart Parking of Colorado, Inc. (Smart Parking or Applicant), filed a Verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On October 26, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed (notice given at 2); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-1360-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

The following entities intervened in opposition to the Application:  Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi); Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport 

3. Express, SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado, SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins, and/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters); and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi).  

4. Colorado Cab, Metro Taxi, Shamrock Charters, and Shamrock Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. By Minute Order dated December 2, 2009, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. At present, Smart Parking seeks a permit to operate as a contract carrier and to provide  

Transportation of  

passengers and their baggage,  

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, and Larimer, State of Colorado.  

RESTRICTIONS:  This Permit is restricted:  

(A)
To providing non-emergent medical transportation (NEMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado;  

(B)
To the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid;  

(C)
Against providing any transportation service to or from Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado;  

(D)
Against providing any transportation to or from hotels or motels; and  

(E)
Against transportation originating from any point in Douglas County, State of Colorado, that is located south of a line beginning on the Douglas/Jefferson County boundary, and extends to a point on the Douglas/Elbert County boundary, said line being parallel to the northern El Paso County boundary as drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate Highway 25.  

7. By Decision No. R09-1360-I, the ALJ ordered Applicant to make an election regarding legal counsel.  This Order will vacate that requirement.  

8. On December 22, 2009, Applicant and Colorado Cab, Shamrock Charters, and Shamrock Taxi filed, in one document, a Stipulation for Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions, and Motion for Approval.  If the Commission accepts the stipulation, then Colorado Cab, Shamrock Charters, and Shamrock Taxi will withdraw their interventions in this matter.  

9. On December 29, 2009, Applicant and Metro Taxi filed, in one document, a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendments and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.  If the Commission accepts the stipulation, then Metro Taxi will withdraw its intervention in this matter.  

10. If the Commission accepts both stipulations, then all interventions will be withdrawn.  The Application then will be uncontested.  

11. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled for January 12, 2010.  In view of the pending stipulations, the ALJ finds that the prehearing conference should be vacated.  This Order will vacate the scheduled prehearing conference.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The requirement in Decision No. R09-1360-I that Smart Parking of Colorado, Inc., make an election with respect to legal counsel is vacated.  

2. The prehearing conference scheduled in this matter for January 12, 2009 is vacated.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
