I. statement

1. On January 4, 2010, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) filed an Unopposed Motion to Supplement Initial List of Witnesses and Exhibits and to Waive Response Time (Motion).

2. According to the Motion, Colorado Cab inadvertently omitted page 19 to its Confidential Business Overview and Plan for the Denver Colorado Metro Market (Business Plan) that was filed with the Commission on November 25, 2009.  Page 19, titled Add-On Capital Requirements, was subsequently served on all the parties who executed Non-Disclosure Agreements.  In addition, Colorado Cab filed eight copies of page 19 with its Motion.  Colorado Cab represents that page 19 to its Confidential Business Plan has been served on counsel for all other parties to this case, either promptly upon discovery of its inadvertent omission from the original filing, or along with the complete Business Plan promptly after receipt of Non-Disclosure Agreements.

3. Colorado Cab argues that no party is prejudiced by the omission of page 19 from the original filing and in fact, Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs, doing business as RDSM Transportation, Ltd. and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta expressly advised Colorado Cab’s counsel that they do not object to the supplemental filing being accepted.

4. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds that Colorado Cab states good cause to grant its Motion and accept the filing under seal of page 19 to Colorado Cab’s Confidential Business Plan.  Response time to the Motion is waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) to accept the filing under seal of page 19 to its Confidential Business Overview and Plan for the Denver Colorado Metro Market is granted.

2. Page 19 to Colorado Cab’s Confidential Business Plan is accepted.

3. Response time to the Motion is waived.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
