granting Motion to partially modify interim decision no. r09-1167-i
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I. statement

1. On December 28, 2009, Charles M. Williams, P.C. and Charles M. Williams, former co-counsel of record for MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxi’s Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi) filed a Motion to Partially Modify Interim Decision No. R09-1167-I, issued on October 15, 2009 (Motion).

2. According to the Motion, Mr. Williams previously filed a Motion to Withdraw as Co-Counsel for Metro Taxi in this consolidated proceeding.  At the pre-hearing conference in this matter, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted the Motion to Withdraw from the bench.  However, Mr. Williams states that the ALJ’s oral decision to grant the Motion was not memorialized in the Decision from that pre-hearing conference.  Mr. Williams now requests that Decision No. R09-1167-I be modified in part to indicate the granting of his Motion to Withdraw.

3. The undersigned ALJ finds that Mr. Williams states good cause to grant his Motion and modifies Decision No. R09-1167-I in part to reflect the grant of Mr. Williams’ Motion to Withdraw as Co-Counsel in this consolidated proceeding.  Response time to the Motion is waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Charles M. Williams, P.C. and Charles M. Williams, former co-counsel of record for MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxi’s Fiesta &/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi) to Partially Modify Interim Decision No. R09-1167-I, issued on October 15, 2009 is granted.

2. Decision No. R09-1167-I is modified to reflect the granting of Mr. Williams’ Motion to Withdraw as Co-Counsel for Metro Taxi.

3. Response time to the Motion is waived.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
