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I. statement

1. On December 28, 2009, Denver Cab Cooperative, Inc., doing business as Denver Cab Coop and Green Cab (Denver Cab) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Restrictive Amendment to Application and List of Witnesses and Exhibits.  Concomitant with its Motion, Denver Cab filed voluntary restrictive amendments to its original application.
2. According to the Motion, Denver Cab seeks to restrict the authority sought in its original application by restricting the service area covered and limiting the number of cabs to be placed into service.  
3. Denver Cab’s application was noticed by the Commission as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire,

for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service

between all points located within a thirty-mile radius of the intersection of 16th Street and Champa Street in Denver, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

This application is restricted:

(A) to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of seven passengers or less, not including the driver;

(B) to the use of a maximum of 240 cabs.

4. Regarding the proposed restrictive amendments to its original application, Denver Cab seeks to restrict its proposed service area by limiting the area of pickup service within its proposed service area which is within a 30 mile radius of 16th and Champa Streets in Denver, Colorado, and from said points on the hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.  The proposed restriction would exclude all points within the 30 mile radius of 16th and Champa Streets in Denver, Colorado that fall within Clear Creek, Gilpin or Weld Counties.  
5. Denver Cab also seeks to restrict the number of vehicles it is authorized to operate from the 240 cabs it originally sought to a maximum of 175 cabs.  

6. In addition, Denver Cab filed an updated list of exhibits which reflect the proposed restrictive amendments and the additional trade name of “Green Cab.”

7. The deadline to file responses to the Motion was January 11, 2010.  No parties filed a response to the Motion.

8. No additional Commission notice of the proposed restrictions to the application of Denver Cab was required because the proposed amendments did not broaden the scope of the application.  

9. A proposed restrictive amendment to an application for a CPCN to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire must be restrictive in nature, clear and understandable and administratively enforceable.  The proposed restriction and authority must be unambiguous and must be contained entirely within the authority granted.
10. The undersigned ALJ finds the restrictive amendments meet the standards set out above.  The restrictive amendments are restrictive in nature, clear and understandable and administratively enforceable.  The restrictive amendments are also reasonable, unambiguous and are contained entirely within the authority granted.  The restrictions accomplish the purposes of the Applicant by voluntarily restricting the area of pickup service and the number of vehicles authorized.  Therefore, the restrictive amendments will be approved.

11. The undersigned ALJ further finds that Denver Cab states good cause to grant it an extension of time to update its Witness and Exhibit Lists reflecting the restrictive amendments.  Therefore, Denver, Cab’s Motion is granted in its entirety.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Denver Cab Cooperative, Inc., doing business as Denver Cab Coop and Green Cab for Extension of Time to File Restrictive Amendments to Application and List of Witnesses and exhibits is granted.
2. The restrictive amendments proposes by Denver Cab are approved.
3. The authority sought by Denver Cab is restricted as follows:
to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for taxi service between all points located within a thirty-mile radius of the intersection of 16th Street and Champa Street in Denver, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.  

RESTRICTIONS:

(A) The area of pickup service excludes all points within the thirty-mile radius of 16th Street and Champa Street in Denver, Colorado, that are within Clear Creek, Gilpin and Weld Counties.
(B) To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of seven passengers or less, not including the driver.

(C) To the use of a maximum of 150 cabs.
4. Denver Cab is granted an extension of time to update its Witness and Exhibit List to provide for the restrictions granted in Ordering Paragraph No. 3 above.
5. This Order is effective immediately.
