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I. STATEMENT

1. This proceeding was instituted on March 31, 2008 when Willard Telephone Company (Willard) filed its Petition for Suspension of LNP Requirements.  AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and AT&T Mobile (collectively AT&T) and the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) intervened.
2. By Decision R08-0725-I, this matter was ordered held in abeyance pending the installation of fiber by Willard that would allow it to become LNP compliant.  On December 29, 2009 Willard filed its Combined Notice Of Filing Of Status Report And Motion To Close Docket.  The Status Report notes that fiber construction has been completed, central office transmission equipment has been tested and completed, and the central office switch has been replaced with a RedCom switch that is fully LNP compatible.  The new switch became operational October 20, 2009.  Finally, the Status Report states, “Effective December 1, 2009 Willard had taken all required software, hardware and personnel training steps to fully implement the FCC’s LNP requirements.”  As a result of this, Willard states that is no longer needs a waiver and requests that this docket be closed.

3. No response to the Combined Notice and Motion was filed.  Good grounds having been shown, the Petition should be dismissed and the docket closed.

4. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following Order.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket No. 08M-102T, being a Petition of Willard Telephone Company for a Suspension of LNP Requirements, is dismissed.  Docket No. 08M-102T is closed.

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a) If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b) If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

4. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
