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I. statement

1. On January 12, 2010, Liberty Taxi Corporation, doing business as Cyber Cab (Liberty Taxi) filed a Motion for Leave to File Restrictive Amendments along with proposed restrictive amendments to its Application in this docket.
2. According to the Motion, Liberty Taxi seeks to restrict the authority sought in its original application by restricting its proposed service area.  
3. Liberty Taxi’s application was noticed by the Commission as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire 
for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand charter, limousine, sightseeing, and taxi service, between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand. 
4. Liberty Taxi now indicates that it will operate under the trade name “Cyber Cab.”  In addition, Liberty Taxi proposes to restrict its authority as follows:
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service:

(A)
within and between all points in Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas and Jefferson Counties, State of Colorado; and

(B)
From all points in the City and County of Denver, including Denver International Airport, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

(I)
Part A is restricted against service to, from or between points lying within that portion of Douglas County lying south of an east-west line drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate Highway 25 and parallel to the northern boundary of El Paso County.

5. Liberty Taxi therefore restricts its service to taxi service in the areas delineated above and also seeks to restrict the number of vehicles it is authorized to operate to a maximum of 215 vehicles in use at any one time.  

6. No additional Commission notice of the proposed restrictions to the Application of Liberty Taxi was required because the proposed amendments did not broaden the scope of the application.  

7. A proposed restrictive amendment to an application for a CPCN to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire must be restrictive in nature, clear and understandable and administratively enforceable.  The proposed restriction and authority must be unambiguous and must be contained entirely within the authority granted.
8. The undersigned ALJ finds the restrictive amendments meet the standards set out above.  The restrictive amendments are restrictive in nature, clear and understandable and administratively enforceable.  The restrictive amendments are also reasonable, unambiguous and are contained entirely within the authority granted.  The restrictions accomplish the purposes of the Applicant by voluntarily restricting its service territory and the number of vehicles authorized.  Therefore, the restrictive amendments will be approved.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Liberty Taxi Corporation, doing business as Cyber Cab for Leave to File Restrictive Amendments to Application is granted.
2. The restrictive amendments proposes by Liberty Taxi are approved.
3. The authority sought Liberty Taxi is restricted as follows:
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service:
(A)
within and between all points in Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas and Jefferson Counties, State of Colorado; and
(B)
From all points in the City and County of Denver, including Denver International Airport, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

(I)
Part A is restricted against service to, from or between points lying within that portion of Douglas County lying south of an east-west line drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate Highway 25 and parallel to the northern boundary of El Paso County.
(II) To the use of a maximum of 215 cabs.
4. This Order is effective immediately.
