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I. STATEMENT  

1. On November 5, 2009, Wide Open Adventure, LLC, doing business as Wide Open Colorado (Applicant), filed a Verified Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  That filing commenced this docket.  On November 6, 2009, Applicant filed supplemental information.  

2. On December 7, 2009, Applicant filed its proposal to restrict the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity sought.  On January 6, 2010, Applicant filed an amendment to the proposed restrictions.  

3. Reference in this Order to the Application is to the November 5, 2009 filing as supplemented on November 6, 2009 and as proposed to be amended on December 7, 2009 and January 6, 2010.  

4. On November 9, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed in this proceeding (notice given at 5
); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R10-0009-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

5. By Decision No. C09-1465, the Commission acknowledged that the Application was deemed complete on December 24, 2009 and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

A.
Status of 453-TAXI.  

6. Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI (453-TAXI or Intervenor), timely filed its intervention of right.  Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties.  

7. On December 15, 2009, 453-TAXI rescinded its intervention.  Review of the filing reveals that it is based on two proposed amendments to the Application filed by Applicant on December 7, 2009:  (a) no transportation originating in Summit County; and (b) round-trip transportation from Denver to Summit County limited to same day.  

8. The ALJ finds that these two proposed amendments meet the required criteria and should be adopted.  Thus, it appears that the interests of 453-TAXI have been satisfied and that 453-TAXI will no longer be an intervenor in this proceeding.
  In view of this determination, if it wishes to do so, 453-TAXI may appear at the prehearing conference scheduled by this Order, but 453-TAXI is not required to appear.  

B.
Prehearing Conference.  

9. By Decision No. R10-0009-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this docket for January 20, 2010.  Because the ALJ had been out of the office for some time due to illness, the prehearing conference was vacated.  The Parties were told that the prehearing conference would be rescheduled.  

10. It is necessary to discuss some of the restrictions proposed in the filing made on December 7, 2009, as modified by the filing made on January 6, 2010.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on February 16, 2010.  

11. The purpose of the prehearing conference is to discuss with Applicant the meaning of the following proposed restrictions:  (a) no service to/from Brainard Lake Trailhead in Indian Peaks Wilderness Area, near Ward, Colorado; (b) no pick-ups or drop-offs at any City of Boulder Open Space and/or Mountain Parks and County of Boulder Open Space trailheads or access points, including Chautaqua Park; and (c) no transportation of bicycles to/from all points located within a three-mile radius of 900 Walnut Street, Boulder.  

12. Following the prehearing conference, the ALJ will determine whether to accept the propose restrictions and to treat the Application as uncontested and unopposed.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The prehearing conference scheduled in this docket for January 20, 2010 is vacated.  

2. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:

3. At the prehearing conference, the Applicant shall be prepared to discuss the matters set out above.
