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I. STATEMENT  

1. On October 27, 2009, Medicaid Express Transportation, LLC, doing business as Helping Hands Transportation Services (Applicant), filed a Verified Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle.  That filing commenced this docket.  On December 10, 2009, Applicant filed a supplement to its October 27, 2009 filing.  Reference in this Order to the Application is to the Application filed on October 27, 2009 as supplemented on December 10, 2009.  

2. On November 9, 2009, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed in this proceeding (notice given at 1); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R09-1426-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

3. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The following entities intervened in this docket:  Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi); and RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Spring Yellow Cab).
  

5. Colorado Cab, Metro Taxi, and Colorado Springs Yellow Cab, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. By Decision No. R09-1426-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this docket to be held on January 11, 2010.  On that date, however, the ALJ was ill.  The Parties were informed that the prehearing conference would be rescheduled.  

7. It is necessary to schedule a hearing, to establish a procedural schedule, and to discuss discovery and other matters.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on February 16, 2010.  At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss the matters identified in Decision No. R09-1426-I.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The prehearing conference scheduled in this docket for January 11, 2010 is vacated.
