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I. statement

1. On September 15, 2009, Julian R. Quinones, doing business as Eagle Zone Cab (Applicant) filed an application for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire to provide transportation in taxi service (Application).

2. On September 28, 2009, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers in taxi service 

between:

all points in the County of Eagle, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Cities, Towns, and/or ski areas of Aspen, Breckinridge, Copper Mountain, Keystone, Snowmass, Steamboat Springs, Vail, and Winter Park, Colorado, on the other hand.

3. On October 14, 2009, Applicant filed a Supplement to the Application, which included several letters of support for the proposed service.

4. Intervenors in this matter included Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc. and Snow Limousine, Inc.

5. A pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for January 13, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. by telephone.  At the appointed date and time, the pre-hearing conference was convened.  During the course of the pre-hearing conference, Mr. Julian Quinones, owner of Eagle Zone Cab, indicated he was ambivalent of proceeding through the application process due to financial concerns.  Mr. Quinones indicated he required additional time to determine whether to proceed.  The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) agreed to hold the docket in abeyance to allow Mr. Quinones ample time to decide whether to continue with his Application.

6. On January 26, 2010, Mr. Quinones filed a pleading with the Commission requesting that the Application in this Docket be withdrawn due to financial concerns.

7. The undersigned ALJ finds good cause to grant Mr. Quinones’ request.  Therefore, the request to withdraw the Application of Eagle Zone Cab will be granted without prejudice and the docket closed.  Mr. Quinones is not precluded from filing an application at some point in the future should he be inclined to do so.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request to withdraw the Application of Eagle Zone Cab filed by Mr. Julian R. Quinones on January 26, 2010 is granted.

2. The Application of Eagle Zone Cab for authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire to provide transportation in taxi service is dismissed without prejudice.

3. The docket is closed.

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.

5. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.

a.)
If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b.)
If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
