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I. STATEMENT  

1. On October 13, 2009, the City of Grand Junction Emergency Telephone Service Authority Board (Applicant or Authority) filed a Verified Application in which, pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S., the Authority seeks to increase the emergency telephone surcharge.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  On October 23, 2009, Applicant filed an Amendment to Application.  Reference in this Order to the Application is to the Application, as amended.  

2. By Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. The following entities intervened of right or were granted permission to intervene:  Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC); Staff of the Commission (Staff); and Verizon Wireless (VAW), LLC, doing business as Verizon Wireless (Verizon Wireless).  

4. OCC, Staff, and Verizon Wireless, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicants and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. On February 4, 2010, Verizon Wireless filed an Unopposed Motion to Withdraw as Intervenor (Motion).  The Motion states good cause.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will permit Verizon Wireless to withdraw as a party in this proceeding.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Withdraw as Intervenor filed by Verizon Wireless (VAW), LLC, doing business as Verizon Wireless, is granted.  

2. Verizon Wireless (VAW), LLC, doing business as Verizon Wireless, is granted leave to withdraw as an intervenor and a party in this proceeding.  

3. Verizon Wireless (VAW), LLC, doing business as Verizon Wireless, is no longer a party in this matter.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
