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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 10, 2009, House of Marrakesh, Inc. (Applicant), filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held December 28, 2009.

2. By Decision No. R10-0036-I, a hearing was scheduled to commence in this matter on March 15 and 16, 2010 and procedural deadlines were established. 

3. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, Supershuttle International Denver Inc., Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc.; MKBS, LLC; and Applicant are the parties to this proceeding.

4. On February 18, 2010, the Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Dates (Joint Motion) was filed by all parties except MKBS, LLC; however, counsel for MKBS, LLC authorized the signers of the Joint Motion to represent that MKBS, LLC supports the motion.   

5. The Joint Motion states that the parties believe they are very close to resolving their differences.  Based thereupon, the parties request that the hearing scheduled in this matter be vacated and that the procedural schedule be suspended so that settlement efforts might be concluded.

6. In furtherance of the request, Applicant waives the applicable statutory period in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

7. The motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that the request for waiver of response time be granted.

8. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, it will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. House of Marrakesh, Inc.’s waiver of the applicable statutory period in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., is acknowledged.

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter on March 15 and 16, 2010 is vacated.

3. All future procedural deadlines established in Decision No. R10-0036-I are vacated.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
